Basic OPERATION

The power button on the front panel and on the remote control turns the CFT2200 on and off. If you
are using a universal remote control, make sure it is set to control the CFT2200.

Use the cHANNEL buttons on the front panel or the cHAN key on the remote control to change
channels.

When you tune to a different channel, the channel status screen appears. This screen includes the
channel descriptor and information about special features that have been set (for example,
parental control and sleep alarm timers).

The channel status screen disappears after five seconds. Press SELECT on the remote control to
remove it immediately.

Use the voLumE buttons on the front panel or the voL key on the remote control to adjust the
volume. When you adjust the volume, the volume scale appears on the screen. To turn the sound off
and on, use the mute key on the remote control.

The CFT2200 has a volume setting for best sound quality on your stereo or TV. When you reach this
setting, the words BEST STEREO appear.

Use the MENU button on the front panel or the menu key on the remote control to display the OSD
Main Menu. Use the voLuME and CHANNEL buttons on the front panel, or the cursor keys on the
remote control, to highlight your choice and then press ENTER to choose.

UsING PURCHASE CONTROL

the CFT2200 terminal. You can purchase an event immediately preceeding the broadcast, or you
can program your VCR to record the event.
