VERY IMPORTANT INFORMATION

The FCC has “refarmed” (changed) its system of
frequency allocations. Instead of the many business and safety
radio services, there are now only two: Business/Industrial
Radio Service and Public Safety Radio Service. Within these,
however, some frequency restrictions ( e.g., Police, Power, etc)
have been carried over. In the LISTENERS GUIDE BOOK
section, under 8. FEDERAL COMMUNICATIONS COMMIS-
SION, there is a section on Frequency Categories explaining the
new system.

The FCC has also almost doubled the number of frequencies
by putting a new frequency between each old frequency in most
bands.

Licenses are now being granted for frequencies you’ve
never seen before, such as 155.4075, which is between the old
frequencies of 155.4000 and 155.4150 (or .0075 above
155.4000). Some scanners may not allow you to tune exactly to
the new narrowband frequency and you will have to compromise,
in the above example, at 155.4050. You should have good results
with this method although you may, some times, also hear
stations on either side of the tuned channel (in this case 155.4000
and 155.4150).

Not shown are all the new frequencies in the
Business/Industrial Radio Service (IB) between the old frequen-
cies. New frequencies in the 450-512 MHz. Band have five (5)
digits after the decimal (e.g. 454.46875).We do not include the
last digit. If the fourth digit after the decimal is a “2" or a “7",
add a “5” (e.g., 454.4687 would be 454.46875).

3.000 MHZ. higher than the base frequency

(e.g., 471.3375 base/474.3375 mobile).
*806-894 MHZ. The mobile frequency is exactly
45.000 MHZ. lower than the base frequency
(e.g., 851.1125 base/806.1125 mobile).
©935-941 MHz. The mobile frequency is exactly
39.000 MHz lower than the base frequency
(e.g., 935.1125 base/896.1125 mobile).
