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With the help of international experts

Solutions are sought for the challenges of 
integrated coastal zone management

Involved in research on 
the island’s nesting tern 
population since 1999, Dr. 
Adrian del Nevo helped 
put a real world spin on the 
importance of regulating the 
use of Aruba’s coastal zone. 
The degradation of nesting 
sites of the Least Tern in areas 
such as near the California 
lighthouse, destroyed by the 
practice of people driving on 
the dunes, has further put at 
risk a regionally-threatened 
species. As a unique nesting 
site, Aruba plays an important 
role in sustaining the global 
populations of 10 different 
species of seabirds.

Dressed in a traditional West 
African robe, although born 
and raised in Kenya and of 
Indian heritage, Landscape 
Architect, Environmental 
Planner and Architect 
Hitesh Mehta’s background 
is as refreshingly unique 
as are his perspectives on 
sustainable development. His 
lecture proved an important 
contribution to the Coastal 
Zone Management Conference 
as Aruba works towards a 
comprehensive framework in 
protecting marine resources.   

that a sense of place must be 
maintained in going forward 
with a sustainable development 
plan. Mehta is one among the 
many international experts 
participating in Aruba’s Coastal 
Zone Management Conference 
who are offering important insight 
and a new way of thinking when 
considering how to manage the 
island’s marine resources.
During the course of the two 
full days of the conference, 
productivity can already 
be measured in the level of  
interaction y networking between 
participants and the progress made 
through the workshops, during 
which contributions were made 
towards reports regarding issues 
of scientific research, policy, 
communication and development 
& planning for Aruba’s integrated 
Coastal Zone Management 
(CZM).
Oceanographer Joaquin Tintoré 
Subirana quoted Einstein  in stating 
“We must try to make things as 
simple as possible, but not simpler” 
when reminding participants that 
the coastal zone is complex, and 
on an island as small as Aruba, in 
which everyone primarily lives 
in the coastal zone, the matter 
of sustainable development is 
even more so. He emphasized the 
importance of proper planning, 
data collection and integrated 
management as the key to the 
many challenges in achieving an 
effective management plan. 
Adrian del Nevo surprised 
conference participants with the 
information that Aruba plays 
an important role in supporting 
global populations of no less than 
10 different species of seabirds.  
Aruba is a unique nesting site, 
not only at the islets in San 
Nicolas bay, but at various other 
areas along the coast of Aruba. 
He impressed on participants the 
urgency and necessity of proper 
regulation of Aruba’s coastal 
zone in preventing the further 
destruction of ecologically 
sensitive sites.
Recalling a proverb Confucius, 
Mehta reminded conference 
participants that “a long journey 
begins with a single step.” It is 
an important reminder as Aruba 
struggles to successfully deal with 
the many different issues with 
which it is currently presented. 
However, as demonstrated by the 
diverse and dedicated members 
of the Coastal Zone Management 
team, Aruba is headed in the right 
direction. 
During the presentation by 
the CZM team, Glenn Thode 
informed participants that his draft 
of legislation supporting Coastal 
Zone Management could be 
complete by July. Marck Oduber 

spoke on the buoy project which 
will soon be on line in helping to 
gather data in increasing Aruba’s 
ability for planning, investigation 
and preparedness. Daphne Every 
elaborated on the phased launch 
of adding facilities, beautifying 
and regulating access (preventing 
cars from driving on the beach) 
at the island different beach sites. 
Work at Arashi, Mangel Halto 

and Baby Beach will go forward 
by the end of this year. Riem 
van den Berg discussed work 
already going forward in the 
collection of water samples, in 
monitoring water quality. These 
four individuals represent only a 
small portion of the team, which 
involves representatives from 
various government departments, 
environmental groups and 

private companies, who are 
involved in the formation of a 
comprehensive plan for coastal 
management. The conference 
represents another important step 
in realizing goals in gaining the 
participation of all stakeholders, 
with plans in the future to gain 
even greater community support 
in the protection of Aruba’s 
precious marine resources.

“An original presentation for a traditional taste!
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Poisonous Soy 
By: Dr. Carlos Viana
 Every couple of 
months our clinic email 
contains a letter from a 
distraught reader that has 
just heard that soy beans and 
products are poisonous. This 
concern is not new since over 
the last 15 years, soy has 
gone from being hailed as a 
health food hero to standing 
condemned as a deadly health- 
robbing villain. For the most 
part, the controversy has 
swirled around whether soy 
protects us from or promotes 
breast cancer.

Soy advocates say soy 
helps prevent heart disease, 
bone loss, and menopause 
symptoms like hot flashes. 
Its critics say soy endangers 
the pancreas, has no positive 
effect on heart health, affects 
thyroid function, and ups 
the risks of various cancers. 
Those of us who love soy and 
also value our good health 
remain as confused as ever. Is 
soy good for us or not?

In the last 15 years 
there have been 10,000 soy-
related articles published with 
conflicting data. Despite the 
confusion and scare tactics, 
Westerners are eating more 
soy than ever, creating a $4 
billion market that could be 
part of the problem. 

Many people feel that 
if a little is good then more 
must be better. Individuals 
eat more soy than is good 
for us in part because soy 
has been touted as a miracle 
food, but also because soy is 
hidden in so many processed 
foods. Everything beneficial, 
including water will be toxic to 
the human body if consumed 
too much. Moderation is the 
key to everything in life. 

Is there a scientific 

medical basis for the “soy is 
poisonous” story? YES – there 
are constituents in soy beans 
that are lethal (poisonous) 
if eaten raw. If you eat lentil 
beans or use the raw oil 
from the castor oil plant you 
will be poisoned. Nearly all 
beans contain a poisonous 
constituent – recin, which is 
highly toxic. Do you eat raw, 
lentil, soy, or uncooked castor 
oil? NO.
 M e t a b o l i c a l l y , 
soybeans are neutral to 
beneficial for most blood 
types. The exceptions are for 
metabolic type B blood and 
a small percentage of blood 
group O known as, non-
secretors. These people should 
not consume soybeans or soy 
products since the lectins will 
thicken the blood and inhibit 
the metabolic process in your 
cells that is necessary for life. 
For these metabolic types, 
soy products slow down their 
body’s metabolism where 
some substances are broken 
down to yield energy while 
other substances, necessary 
for life, are synthesized.
 Soybeans and 
products are beneficial for 
blood type A, ok for AB and 
most type O’s. That does not 
mean I endorse soybeans 
products for these people. 
Privately and professionally 
I have problems with the 
direct manipulation of the 
genetic makeup of our foods. 
I have concerns that the 
possible transfer of new and 
unidentified proteins from 
one food to another may 
trigger allergic reactions to 
the altered food. 

Also, there has been 
no research regarding whether 
genetic engineering does not 
change the nutritional content 

of food, nor have there been 
studies on the human safety 
of consuming genetically 
engineered foods. Although 
the biotechnology industry is 
quick to claim that no deaths 
or illnesses have been linked 
to genetically engineered 
food, how can we be sure? 
Without labeling, there is no 
way to trace whether someone 
who gets sick has eaten a 
genetically modified food 
GMF. Long-term effects are 
also unknown.
 Many patients whose 
metabolic type can consume 
soy products complain of 
stomach problems when they 
drink soymilk. Unfortunately, 
to make their soymilk 
thicker, more like cow’s 
milk manufacturers will add 
carrageen a seaweed product. 

Carrageen is used 
extensively in the food and 
pharmaceutical industries 
as a thickening agent that 
keeps liquids from separating. 
Because of its blood-thinning 
properties, it should not 
be used by those taking 
anticoagulant medications and 
because of its iodine content, 
those with thyroid problems or 
on thyroid medication should 
avoid the herb. Many people 
are allergic to carrageen and 
suffer stomach upset.

The studies that show 
that soy can be harmful to 
the growing epidemic of 
thyroid disease, infertility, 
and cancers are not studying 
the non-GMF whole soybean 
cooked in traditional 
manner. They are studying 
the texturized, genetically 
modified vegetable proteins 
processed with high heat and 
pressure, such as soy protein 
isolates, it is reasonable to 
raise questions. We don’t 

know what the potential 
damage and consequence of 
over processing might be.
 People have eaten 
soy for centuries, mostly 
in fermented forms such as 
tempeh and miso but also as 
tofu and soy milk. Medical 
researchers have found 
that isolated soy protein 
consumption improves 
several markers that may be 
beneficial for type II diabetic 
patients with nephropathy, the 
kidney disease that occurs as 
a result of diabetes. 

Oriental communities 
have eaten the whole non- 
GMF soy foods that contain a 
lot of isoflavones for centuries 
and their communities are 
not plagued by disease. In 
experiments, isoflavones 
have exhibited properties that 
suggest they help lower the 
risk of cancer, heart disease, 
osteoporosis, and for the relief 
of menopause symptoms such 
as hot flashes.  

Get The Point! As a 
Certified Clinical Nutritionist 
I believe that whole soy and 
other foods are preferable 
to processed foods or soy 
supplements. Take time to 
read the label, learn how to 
identify whole food that is 
not genetically modified and 
that do not contain additives. 
If you are at risk for breast 
cancer or thyroid difficulties, 
be conservative eating other 
healthy proteins such as fish, 
chicken, nuts, and various 
beans. Otherwise, enjoy soy 
as you do other foods: with a 
mix of pleasure, knowledge, 
and common sense. For a 
complete nutritional plan that 
works for you, call us.

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CIDH advierte sobre derechos humanos en 5 países     

Estudiantes ocupan temporalmente 
sede de UNESCO     
 
 
SANTIAGO DE CHILE (AP) - Un grupo de 
estudiantes ocupó temporalmente el martes 
la sede de la Unesco en esta capital, en una 
acción propagandística sobre el conflicto 
estudiantil que mantiene la atención pública 
chilena desde hace tres semanas. Javier 
Ossandón, uno de los manifestantes, dijo 
que entregaron una lista de las exigencias 
estudiantiles a la directora de Unesco en 
Chile, Ana Luiza Machado, “quien nos 
respondió satisfactoriamente”, según el 
joven.
Otro joven, Carlos Herrera, agregó que “la 
toma de la Unesco apunta hacia el objetivo 
de recibir el apoyo internacional de la 
entidad”.
La sede internacional fue desocupada 
pacíficamente por la docena de estudiantes 
después de entrevistarse con Machado. 
Los estudiantes secundarios paralizaron 
sus escuelas hace tres semanas para exigir 
mejoras en la calidad de la enseñanza que 
reciben, que está condicionada a los ingresos 
económicos de sus padres. Tras dos paros 
nacionales y cerca de 600.000 estudiantes 
movilizados, el gobierno accedió a varias 
de sus demandas y otorgó beneficios por 58 
millones de dólares este año y 135 millones 
de dólares el 2007.
La presidenta Michelle Bachelet envió 
el martes a la Cámara de Diputados un 
proyecto para elevar la calidad de la 
enseñanza y el miércoles creará un Consejo 
Asesor Presidencial con el mismo fin. 
Otras movilizaciones estudiantiles, como la 
huelga del lunes, han sido contaminadas con

acciones vandálicas de encapuchados que atacan 
a la policía y destruyen mobiliario público. En 
Santiago fueron detenidos 389 revoltosos que 
participaron en los desórdenes, pero los tribunales 
investigarán las acciones de cuatro, lo que fue 
criticado por el Intendente Víctor Barrueto.

SANTO DOMINGO (AP) - La 
Comisión Interamericana de 
Derechos Humanos (CIDH) 
se mostró preocupada por la 
situación que se desarrolla 
en la materia en Colombia, 
Cuba, Haití, Venezuela y 
Ecuador.
El presidente de la CIDH, 
Evelio Fernández, dijo el 
martes al presentar el informe 

general sobre la región ante 
la Asamblea General de la 
OEA, que las prácticas en 
materia de derechos humanos 
“merecieron especial 
atención” en esos cinco 
países.
Expresó que la Comisión 
“continúa preocupada” ante 
el impacto de la violencia 
generada por los actores del 

conflicto armado interno de 
Colombia, pero reconoció 
los esfuerzos realizados por 
el Estado para poner fin a esa 
situación. Asimismo, dijo que 
el proceso de desmovilización 
de los paramilitares “abre 
esperanzas en la búsqueda 
de la pacificación”, pero 
señaló que no se ha logrado 
un cese total de las acciones 
de estos grupos de extrema 
derecha contra l población 
civil. Agregó que también han 
“tomado nota de las graves 
violaciones” perpetradas 
por los grupos guerrilleros 
izquierdistas.
Según Fernández, “una 
situación tan compleja, 
dolorosa y prolongada 
como la colombiana 
requiere desactivar a los 
actores armados mediante 
mecanismos de negociación”.
Sobre la situación en Cuba, el 
informe de la CIDH indicó que 

se han registrado violaciones 
al debido proceso legal, a 
la libertad de expresión, 
detención de personas por 
ser disidentes del gobierno, 
restricciones al tránsito de 
los habitantes de la isla y 
vulneración de los derechos 
laborales y sindicales.
También se refirió a las 
sanciones de carácter 
económico impuestas a Cuba 
“que deben terminar”, debido 
a que han generado “un grave 
impacto en el disfrute de 
los derechos económicos y 
sociales de los sectores más 
vulnerables de la población”.
La CIDH también consideró 
que hubo “un mayor deterioro” 
de la situación de derechos 
humanos en Haití debido 
al aumento de la violencia 
causada por grupos y bandas 
armadas, “agravado por el 
hecho de que el gobierno, aun 
con la asistencia internacional 

no garantizó la seguridad de 
la población en todo el país”.
Sobre Ecuador, Fernández 
manifestó que se han puesto en 
evidencia “la falencia de una 
débil estructura de poderes, 
incapaz de dar respuestas” a 
las reformas necesarias para 
la protección de los derechos 
humanos.
La Comisión detectó en 
Venezuela problemas 
relacionados con la 
administración de justicia, 
como provisionalidad de los 
jueces, utilización de la justicia 
militar para procesamiento de 
civiles e impunidad en casos de 
ejecuciones extrajudiciales.
Destacó que desde una visita en 
2002, “la Comisión ha venido 
solicitando infructuosamente 
una visita de seguimiento” en 
Venezuela. El informe general 
sobre la región fue presentado 
también hace un mes en 
Washington.

García desea mantener 
distancia con EEUU 
LIMA (AP) - El presidente electo Alan García aclaró el 
martes que aunque está de acuerdo con impulsar políticas 
de libre mercado y buscar intensamente inversión extranjera, 
mantendrá a Washington a distancia, y dejó entrever que 
revisaría el acuerdo de libre comercio con Estados Unidos.
También extendió un ramo de olivo a Ollanta Humala, el 
candidato nacionalista al que ganó en las elecciones del 
domingo, y dijo que oirá al ex militar, que será de hecho el 
líder de la oposición por simbolizar el rechazo de la gente 
pobre hacia la tradicional clase política peruana.
García, de 57 años, cuya primera presidencia entre 1985 y 
1990 dejó al país en la ruina económica y en medio de la 
insurgencia del grupo guerrillero Sendero Luminoso, dijo 
que animaría la disolución temprana del Congreso si es que 
este es indiferente a los mandatos populares.
Al ser preguntado durante una conferencia que mantuvo 
con la prensa extranjera acerca de si ha recibido apoyo de 
Estados Unidos durante la campaña, García dijo: “cuando 
uno enfrenta la injerencia de un estado extranjero dentro 
del país, uno no tiene por qué recostarse en otro estado”, 
al hacer una alusión a su enfrentamiento con el presidente 
Hugo Chávez.
“Estoy seguro de que si hubiera recibido un apoyo de la 
embajada estadounidense, hubiera perdido las elecciones”, 
añadió sonriente, y afirmó enseguida: “El señor Humala 
perdió las elecciones, entre otras cosas, por el apoyo del 
señor (Hugo) Chávez”.
García utilizó hábilmente en el último tramo de campaña 
el apoyo del presidente venezolano a Humala, que tiene un 
marcado rechazo entre los peruanos, para desacreditar a su 
oponente y ganar en las urnas.
Las cifras oficiales ofrecidas hasta el martes indican que 
García recibió el 52,6% de los votos válidos, en contra de 
Humala, que tiene 47,4% de las votaciones, con el conteo 
computado del 97% de los resultados. El nuevo gobernante 
asumirá el poder el 28 de julio.

Keiko Fujimori desea que García 
no repita errores en Perú     
BOGOTA (AP) - Keiko, la hija del ex presidente peruano 
Alberto Fujimori, felicitó el martes al presidente electo Alan 
García y expresó su deseo de que “no vuelva a repetir los 
errores del pasado”.
La hija del ex gobernante, hoy congresista electa por el 
partido fujimorista, expresó en una entrevista con la radio W 
de Colombia que “se ha comentado mucho que la bancada 
congresional fujimorista buscaría ayudarlo (a su padre) pero 
todo eso yo lo descarto porque mi padre está en un proceso 
de extradición en Chile, que es un país que goza de fama de 
imparcialidad”.
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
